I am respectfully asking you to reconsider and rescind the decision related to the
planned transfer of the residents in Dormitory 1 to Dormitory 6 for the forthcoming
Summer months. | understand that the decision to transfer the dormitory residents to
one place was due to the intention of easing the handling of the COVID-19 health
monitoring measures.  As international graduate student I neither have local homes and
better residential options nor the immediate capacities to come home during the
Summer. As | am currently pursuing my doctoral degree, | can’t take break from my
research work compared with most local students. Below, | am mentioning some
important factors why moving is quite not suitable for me.

i) I feel that putting all students from all dormitories into one consolidated living
quarters with four students occupying one room during the Summer could also
increase the risk of the spread of the virus. The likelihood of even just one infected
person spreading the virus is high considering that more people concentrated in one
space could be touching practically the same facilities like door knobs, elevator
buttons, and hand rails among others.

ii) According to Taiwan’s Ministry of Education new regulations, there must be at most
50 people gathering in indoor areas and 100 people in outdoor areas. There could be
more than 100 people who would gather at the check-out and check in the period.
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This will make people gather in a relatively close space.

i) NDHU suggested international students to stay in Taiwan during summer vacation,
and most of the international students are willing to do that. Practically everyone has
been affected and stressed by this COVID-19 pandemic mentally, physically, and
economically, the international graduate students of NDHU included. Implementing
a policy that would force us to move from one residence area to another would be
another source of stress.

iv) The research work is typically rigorous and solitary that could be derailed by
unnecessary disruptions of routines, stress, and other distractions. That is the reason
why it is difficult to live and adjust to new roommates and even strangers. This is
primarily the reason why | prefer to take up residences in Dormitory IA and IB to
avail of a single-bed room. If the school forces to live abruptly in close quarters
with people I do not know personally, such prospect would really be stressful. Living
with four new people will be difficult.

V) The moving process is also a very tiring process, both for the dormitory staff and
especially for the students. Packing and hauling our belongings from one end part of
campus to another end is very effort and time consuming, let alone if the weather is
good. As with last year’s Summer transfer we experience with the heavy rains during
the transfer period, the student dormitory residents were soaked while they carted
their belongings. Aside from the stress and the physical inconvenience, the actual act
of transfer and the rush because of the rain has even resulted in several students'
belongings being damaged.

It requires more
money and time to arrange, repair, clean and take care of any necessary
equipment maintenance work.

2. Because JieYun Dormitory has a manor-style building, water and power
may need to be shut down during the renovation process. If students are
living in the dormitory during that time, it will cause an inconvenience to
the students during the repair process. This is why JieYun Dormitory is to
be completely emptied in August, starting since last year. If there is any
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student who is only applying for the first half of summer vacation (July)
due to graduation, he/she may stay in the current bedroom. Otherwise if a
student applies for the full period or the second half(August), they shall be
arranged in QinYue (Dormitory V1), so as to have enough engineering work
time and avoid affecting the quality of summer accommodation.

3. Especially in response to the development of the current epidemic situation
and the anti-epidemic measures taken this year, all the open Dormitories
must implement a control of all entry and exit points of the building (for
temperature measuring, etc.). Since manpower is insufficient during
summer vacation and the number of students is reduced, we need to take
safety and efficiency into consideration. The original plan was to close
JieYun Dormitory in July. However, since graduates will leave school until
the end of July, it shall remain open until the end of July (7/31) and be
closed during August.

Regarding the reflections and needs of the students, the school’s adjustments

are as follows:

1. Considering that students have accommodation needs during the summer
vacation, and that it will be inconvenient to relocate from JieYun Dormitory
to QinYue Dormitory, we have always provided trucks to help students
carry luggage from one side of campus to the other. In order to shorten the
wait time for students, the school will provide additional trucks to assist
students on the morning of July 7 (Tuesday) for the full-term summer
accommodation students of JieYun Dormitory. Students can choose
between July 6 (Monday) and July 7 (Tuesday) according to their needs and
complete the summer relocation process.

2. The school has already arranged QinYue Dormitory as the Summer
Dormitory. Each bedroom is a four-person suite, and due to the limited
number of rooms, the school is not able to arrange space related epidemic
prevention measures. It is impossible to arrange the requirements for
one-person living quarters, but considering that Master and PhD students
need to continue their studies, there is a solution. Under the condition that
there are enough beds for everyone in the summer dormitory, last year the
graduate students were arranged in rooms with two people only. This year’s
pre-planning is still scheduled. If students have any acquaintances or
friends, arrangements can be made so that they can be placed in a room
together. In addition, because JieYun Dormitory already includes public
bathroom and equipment use, it should not be a problem for students to get
used to sharing a space. We hope that students can get along with each
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other, but if there is a situation where they cannot coordinate and adapt,
they may also ask to change rooms immediately.

3. Thanks to everyone’s efforts and compliance to the epidemic prevention
measures, the epidemic situation in Taiwan is now under control.
Restrictions are gradually being relaxed in order to allow everyone to
resume a normal life. However, the school must still carry out the required
epidemic prevention measures, such as entry control, temperature
measurement, and the regular disinfection of public spaces and equipment.

In particular, due to the building structure and
equipment of JieYun Dormitory, it needs to be regularly renovated and maintained
in order to allow the Dormitory to survive forever. For more students to be able to
enjoy this resource, it is necessary for us to close down for summer and carry out
the required maintenance procedures.

JieYun Dormitory needs to be emptied in August during summer vacation.
The considerations are as follows:
