1. To help students become familiar with the dormitory application system interface in advance, the

Student Living Services Division provides a dormitory system operation guide presentation
together with the dormitory application announcement for students’ reference. In addition, related
reminders and explanations are also provided during each dormitory residents’ meeting.
Furthermore, in order to allow students to familiarize themselves with the system operation
process beforehand, the university also offers a system trial period prior to the official opening of
the online dormitory application, allowing students to log in and explore the system interface and
functions in advance. To protect their own rights and interests, students are encouraged to actively
participate in dormitory residents’ meetings and regularly check announcements on the Student
Living Services Division website. Important information and related notices will be
communicated through the various official channels.
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2. We understand that relocation may cause inconvenience and the stress of adapting to a new

environment again. We also understand students’ emotional attachment to their living spaces.
When students are able to regard the dormitory as a comfortable and safe place to live, it also
reflects the effort and care they have devoted to maintaining their daily living environment.
Dormitory 1 consists of single rooms, providing residents with relatively independent living
spaces. In addition, the shared kitchen area encourages social interaction and daily cooking
activities, which has made the dormitory highly popular among students for many years. For this
reason, many current residents of Dormitory 1 also hope to remain in their original rooms, and we
fully understand their feelings and concerns.
However, when allocating dormitory resources, the university must also take into consideration
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overall housing demand and the principle of fairness. Dormitory spaces are shared resources
intended for all students. Therefore, the current housing application system follows the principle
of “one application per academic year.” Although certain categories of students are guaranteed
university housing (housing is guaranteed, but not a specific room), other students who wish to
live on campus are still required to participate in the housing application and room selection
process. This system is intended to provide all students with fair opportunities to choose
accommodations that best meet their needs.
In addition, Dormitory 1 is one of the oldest dormitory buildings on campus. Each year, the
university carries out partial renovations and environmental improvements based on actual needs
and maintenance conditions. Therefore, in order to coordinate overall management, maintenance,
and space allocation arrangements, room assignments may occasionally need to be adjusted
accordingly.
We sincerely appreciate you taking the time to share your thoughts and feelings with the
university. Adjustments to dormitory policies and related arrangements often require balancing
various needs and considerations. We also hope students can understand the reasons and
considerations behind the current arrangements.
